	Context in Relation to Schemes of Work: Number and Data handling – Percentages, Fractions, Ratio, Proportion, Tables and Charts.
· Lesson No: 1 Introduction of character building virtues
· Prior Learning: None
· Homework: Introduction of 3 weekend diary.


	Learning Objectives: To be able to recognise and reflect upon good character virtues.



	Learning Outcomes: Explore character building virtues that will help students to build upon their focus and possible contribution to the community.

Subject Specific: Percentages, Fractions, Ration, Proportion, Tables and Charts over the course of 5 lessons.


	Starter:

On a whiteboard write down their ideas about what a good character is.


Introduction:
Share learning objective and learning outcome with students 
1. Ask 4/5 students their views on what good character is.
2. Ask other students to share their views based on the suggestion given by another student.

Development:
1. Show a list of recognised character qualities from the Jubliee Centre framework.
2. Allow student read and absorb the list. Task – Students to relate a scenario of their own to 3 or 4 of the qualities.
3. Ask students to share one of their own scenarios to the whole class. Students need to reflect upon each of the scenarios shared.
4. Introduce the core caterpillar process statements. Explain each statement. Students to reflect upon an actual scenario of where they think they could have used the caterpillar process to help them.

Differentiation – Colour code the caterpillar statements making it easier for them to read.

Plenary: Introduce homework. Students will complete 3 weekend diary over the course of 3 weeks. (N.B. Each weekend completed diary will need to be checked every first lesson of the week.) Allow students time to ask questions about the criteria of how to complete the diary.

	Assessment Opportunities
