	Starter
	Student Led (15 Mins)
Explain to pupils the format of a diamond 9 acitivity. Pupils to rank the most important feature at the top and least important the bottom.


Pupils to work on this in pairs or threes

Give pupils a few minutes(around 5) to complete the task. 

Pick on random groups and discuss what they have put where. This gives way for a rich discussion about what is important and why. Most pupils will have their own reasons  to what they have where; some pupils will decide to move their cards as a result of the discussion and this is fine.

	
	

	Starter
	Teacher Led  (2 mins)

Explain what a hypothesis is and why it is different from a question

Student led (5 mins)

“If my hypothesis is…. How can I find out if I’m right or not”

Build a discussion to find out how pupils can find out whether this hypothesis is right or wrong.


	Pupils supported through circulation and questioning 


	Verbal feedback to check understanding and to push learning and application of learning.

	Student led (5 mins)
Pupils to pick a hypothesis from the board and start to fill in the data handling cycle

Pupils to be told how to find the data from a number of websites. 

Pupils will need to provide their findings onto a poster and they will be given two lessons to prove or disprove their hypothesis.
Pupils should be working in pairs or threes. 

The conclusion that pupils give should prove/disprove their hypothesis but it should also give a personal response about how 
	If pupils struggle finding data, it would be ideal to just give those pupils the data or guide them to relevant site for this.
	Time will be spent with pupils to check that they understand the task but the more important conversations should take place when asking them to reflect on their findings and what they think about it 
Verbal feedback will be used to check understanding.

Formative comments will be given in the lesson to allow pupils to progress their ideas.



	Plenary
	Student led 
Pupils to share their findings with the rest of the class and what they learnt in the process
It may be ideal to ask pupils what they would change in the lesser fortunate countries and in which ways to they realise that they are lucky.

Teacher may ask some pupils to reflect where they are on the caterpillar chart.
	
	Summative assessment looking at the responses.
